She attended St. Agatha's School and
went on to study at Barnard College. After graduating Barnard, Wheeler became a buyer for women's
accessories at Macy's Department Store until 1937. She also managed her husband's medical practice.

Wheeler was a member of the Daughters of the American Revolution New Y ork City Chapter, the
Holland Dames, the Cosmopolitan Club, and the Barnard College Board of Trustees. She passed away in

1985.
